NVS (Network Video Server) [/ IP CAM (IP Camera) has two IP
modes:

I.  With wireless 802.11b/g disabled in NVS/IP CAM, wired
Ethernet interface will be fixed at 192.168.1.2 IP address.

Il.  With wireless 802.11b/g enabled in NVS/IP CAM, wired
Ethernet interface will be fixed at 169.254.100.100 IP address.

(Default setting is Mode | : 802.11b/g  disabled )

There is another quick method to set up wireless on NVS/IP CAM
through USB port, Quick Start setting is described  at Appendix A :
Quick Start by USB port.

6. Appendix A : Quick Start by USB port
